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God’s love for us (Scripture passages)
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1. Isaiah 41:10  Fear not, for I am with you; be not dismayed, for I am your God; I will strengthen you, I will help you, I will uphold you with my righteous right hand.
2. John 3:16   For God so loved the world, that he gave his only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish but have eternal life.
3. Romans 5:8  But God shows his love for us in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.

4. Jeremiah 29:11  For I know the plans I have for you,” declares the Lord, “plans to prosper you and not to harm you, plans to give you hope and a future.
5. Ephesians 3:17-19  So that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith—that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may have strength to comprehend with all the saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, and to know the love of Christ that surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the fullness of God.
6. 1 John 4:16  So we have come to know and to believe the love that God has for us. God is love, and whoever abides in love abides in God, and God abides in him.
7. Romans 8:35-39  Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or danger, or sword? As it is written, “For your sake we are being killed all the day long; we are regarded as sheep to be slaughtered.” No, in all these things we are more than conquerors through him who loved us. For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
8. Psalm 118:6  The Lord is on my side; I will not fear. What can man do to me?
9. Romans 8:31  What then shall we say to these things? If God is for us, who can be against us?
10. 1 John 4:10  In this is love, not that we have loved God but that he loved us and sent his Son to be the propitiation for our sins.
11. Ephesians 2:8  For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God,
12. John 15:13  Greater love has no one than this, that someone lay down his life for his friends.
13. Psalm 147:3  He heals the brokenhearted and binds up their wounds.
14. Psalm 103:8  The Lord is merciful and gracious, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast love.
15. Romans 10:13  For “everyone who calls on the name of the Lord will be saved.”
16. Isaiah 53:5  But he was wounded for our transgressions; he was crushed for our iniquities; upon him was the chastisement that brought us peace, and with his stripes we are healed.
17. Jeremiah 31:3  The Lord appeared to him from far away. I have loved you with an everlasting love; therefore I have continued my faithfulness to you.
18. Romans 5:3-5  More than that, we rejoice in our sufferings, knowing that suffering produces endurance, and endurance produces character, and character produces hope, and hope does not put us to shame, because God's love has been poured into our hearts through the Holy Spirit who has been given to us.
19. 2 Corinthians 5:21  For our sake he made him to be sin who knew no sin, so that in him we might become the righteousness of God.
20. John 1:12  But to all who did receive him, who believed in his name, he gave the right to become children of God,
21. Psalm 62:8  Trust in him at all times, O people; pour out your heart before him; God is a refuge for us. Selah
22. Romans 6:23  For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
23. John 10:9-11  I am the door. If anyone enters by me, he will be saved and will go in and out and find pasture. The thief comes only to steal and kill and destroy. I came that they may have life and have it abundantly. I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep.
24. Psalm 62:7  On God rests my salvation and my glory; my mighty rock, my refuge is God.
25. Revelation 21:4  He will wipe away every tear from their eyes, and death shall be no more, neither shall there be mourning, nor crying, nor pain anymore, for the former things have passed away.”
26. Isaiah 43:4-5  Because you are precious in my eyes, and honored, and I love you, I give men in return for you, peoples in exchange for your life. Fear not, for I am with you; I will bring your offspring from the east, and from the west I will gather you.
27. 2 Peter 3:9  The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should reach repentance.
28. Psalm 103:13  As a father shows compassion to his children, so the Lord shows compassion to those who fear him.
29. Romans 8:28  And we know that for those who love God all things work together for good, for those who are called according to his purpose.
30. Isaiah 49:16  Behold, I have engraved you on the palms of my hands; your walls are continually before me.
31. John 14:6  Jesus said to him, “I am the way, and the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through me.
32. John 3:36  Whoever believes in the Son has eternal life; whoever does not obey the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God remains on him.
33. Matthew 28:20  Teaching them to observe all that I have commanded you. And behold, I am with you always, to the end of the age.
34. Ephesians 1:3  Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us in Christ with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places.
