Understanding How Treaty Promises Have Not Been Kept – Treaty Relationships (Inquiry #1)

	Essential Question: 

How are relationships affected when treaty promises are kept of broken?

	Outcomes and Indicators

TR4: Analyze how relationships are affected when treaty promises are kept or broken. 
Indicators: 
1- Discuss the impact on relationships when promises are kept or broken.

2- Identify treaty promises from the local treaty territory and the extent to which those treaty promises have been fulfilled.

3- Discuss the effect of unfulfilled treaty promises on relationships. 


	Students Will Know
1- That there is an impact on relationships when a promise is broken or kept.

2- Treaty promises made to First Nations people and the British Crown (Canadian government).

3- The extent to which the treaty promises regarding land in the student’s local treaty territory have been fulfilled.

4- The effect of unfulfilled treaty promises on the relationships between First Nations, the Canadian government, and the people of Saskatchewan.


5- Ways to build positive relationships between First Nations people and other citizens of Saskatchewan and British Crown (Canadian government)

	Students Can Do
1- Explain the impact on relationships when a promise is broken or kept. 

2- Identify the extent to which the treaty promises regarding land in the student’s local treaty territory have been fulfilled.

3- Describe the effect of unfulfilled treaty promises on the relationships between First Nations and the Canadian government.

4- Describe the effect of unfulfilled treaty promises on the relationships between First Nations people and the people of Saskatchewan. 

5- Respond to the work of First Nations artists whose arts expressions reflect unfulfilled treaty promises.

6- Identify ways to build positive relationships between First Nations people and other citizens of Saskatchewan and British Crown (Canadian government)

7- Research, represent and share (e.g., write a story, draw a picture, create an image) to show treaty promises made to First Nations people and the British Crown (Canadian government).



	Formative Assessment
1- I can discuss a family example of when a promise was kept or broken.

2- I can illustrate a treaty promise that was broken in Saskatchewan or elsewhere in Canada.

3- I can share my thoughts and feelings from viewing First Nations arts depictions of unfulfilled treaty promises.

4- I can identify a way (or more) to build positive relationships between First Nations people and other citizens of Saskatchewan and British Crown (Canadian government).


	Summative Assessment
Research, represent and share (e.g., write a story, draw a picture, create an image) to show treaty promises made to First Nations people and the British Crown (Canadian government)


	How will we teach? (Including: Before, During, After and Assessment)
1- Invite an elder to honor Treaty 6.

2- Show video : https://www.youtube.com/watch?v=0HbAr5PC4pY
3- Classroom discussion on promises made in a family setting

4- Introduction to the Residential Schools as an example of broken promises regarding education.

5- Ask students to illustrate their understanding of Residential schools as broken promises
6- Showcase indigenous art that speaks to broken treaty promises.

7- Ask students to reflect and share on the art

8- Share examples of positive relationships between First Nations, Métis and newcomers, in the past, the present and the future :
