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Combined Grade Resources - Teaching Considerations 
Grade 6/7 Math 

Overview

Goals

Combined Grade classrooms are common in GSCS schools. In recognition of the challenges faced in teaching math in a combined grade, teachers were gathered to create a resource to support fellow teachers. This resource would:

· merge the curriculum outcomes for two grade levels through identification of common concepts and big ideas 

· be teacher and student friendly

· pull from the key resources purchased for division schools.

Rationale

When teaching combined grade math, teachers plan for whole group, small group and individualized instruction which allows for:

· Focusing on commonalities between grade level curricula 

· Clustering lessons around big ideas or common concepts

· Differentiating instruction to meet students where they are at

· Addressing grade specific and unique outcomes

· Providing an opportunity for practice and consolidation of learning

· Exposing students to material outside of their grade level without the need for mastery
